WETLAND MITIGATION NOIES:

1. Limits of the wetland buffer mitigation will be staked prior to the commencement of
mitigation.

3. Other than areas within the limit of disturbance shown hereon, areas within the
mitigation area are not to be disturbed by construction activities.

4. The following nonnative, invasive plants are to be removed where practicable, under
the guidance of a qualified landscape architect:

Multiflora Rose (Rosa multiflora)

Barberry (Berberis thunbergii)

Winged Euonymus (Euonymus alatus)
Japanese Honeysuckle (Lonicera japonica)
Mugwort (Artemesia wulgaris)
Tree—of—Heaven (Ailanthus altissima)
Common Reed (Phragmites australis)
Oriental Bittersweet (Celastrus orbiculatus)
Alliaria petiolata (Garlic Mustard)

5. All removals are to be carried out mechanically to the root. Where this is not
possible without doing significant damage to the root systems of surrounding trees
that are to remain;invasive plants may be cut to grade level and consistently re—cut
as needed during the monitoring period.

6. The mitigation area shall be monitored 3 times per year for the first three years
following the complete implementation of the mitigation plan by a qualified
biologist/botanist who will guide further removals as deemed appropriate.

7. In addition to the plantings shown hereon areas within the mitigation area disturbed
by construction or the removal of existing invasive species are to be seeded at a
rate of 25 I|bs. per acre:

New England Conservation/Wildlife Mix from New England Wetland Plants, Inc. of
Amherst, MA.

8. All plant material to be nursery grown.

9. Plants shall conform with ANSI Z60.1 American Standard for Nursery Stock in all ways
including dimensions.

10. Plants shall be taken from healthy nursery stock.

11. Plants shall be grown under climate conditions similar to those in the locality of the
project.

12. The location and layout of landscape plants shown on the site plan shall take
precedence in any discrepancies between the quantities of plants shown on the plans
and the quantity of plants in the Plant List.

13. Provide a 3” layer of shredded mulch (or as specified) over entire watering saucer at

all tree pits or over entire planting bed. Do not place mulch within 3" of tree or
shrub trunks.

14. All landscape plantings shall be maintained in a healthy condition at all times. Any
dead or diseased plants shall immediately be replaced “in kind” by the contractor
(during warranty period) or project owner.

15. All landscape and mitigation plantings shall be installed by hand. No mechanical
equipment shall be permitted.

16. Wetland mitigation plantings shall be watered regularly during the first growing season
to assist with vegetation establishment by way of a temporary sprinkler system or
approved equal by the project landscape architect.

17. Wetland mitigation plantings shall be monitored and maintained as required within the
Wetland Buffer Maintenance and Monitoring Plan approved by the Town Wetland

Inspector.
