That the Town and the Contractor, for the consideration hereinafter mentioned, agree as follows:

1.
CONTRACT DOCUMENTS:

a. The Contract shall consist of the Advertisement for Bids, the Information for Bidders, the Bid Form, the Schedule, Agreement including all exhibits attached thereto, the Specifica​tions, and all Addenda (the "Contract Documents"). Any and all obligations of the Town and the Contractor are fully set forth and described therein.

b. All of the above documents are intended to complement each other so that any work called      for in one and not mentioned in one or  more of the others is to be performed the same as if mentioned    in all said documents.


c. In the event a discrepancy exists between the agreement and the attached specifications, the specifications shall be applicable.  

2.
WORK INCLUDED:

a. The Contractor agrees to do all the work and furnish, at his/her/its own cost and expense, all labor, materials, equipment and other facilities necessary or proper for, or incidental to Golf Course Maintenance Facility

b. All such work shall be performed in a workmanlike manner in accordance with the Contract Documents and to the satisfaction of the Town Attorney.
3.
CONTRACTOR'S REPRESENTATIONS:

a. The Contractor agrees that he/she/it has carefully examined the Contract Documents and is fully informed regarding all of the conditions affecting the work to be done and labor and materials to be furnished for the completion of this contract.  Contractor represents that this information was secured by personal investigation and research and not from the estimates or records of the Town, and that he/she/it will make no claim against the Town by reason of estimates, tests or representations of any officer or agent of the Town.


b. The Contractor hereby represents that the only person or persons interested as principal or principals in the bid or pro​posals submitted by the Contractor for this contract are named therein and that no persons other than those mentioned therein have any interest in the above mentioned proposal or in the secur​ing of the award. Contractor further represents that this con​tract has been secured without any connection with any person or persons other than those named and that the proposal is in all re​spects fair and was prepared and secured without collusion or fraud, and that neither any officer nor employee of the Town has or shall have a financial interest in the performance of the con​tract or in the supplies, work or business to which it relates, or in any portion of the profits thereof.

4.
CONTRACT AMOUNT:

The Town agrees to pay and the Contractor agrees to ac​cept, in full payment for the complete performance of the work, the prices stipulated in the Bid Proposal subject to additions and deductions as provided for in the Contract Documents.  Said work shall be performed in accordance with the Contract Documents without any further expense of any nature whatsoever to the Town other than the consideration set forth in this Agreement.

5.
DEFINITIONS:

a. Whenever in these specifications the following terms, or pronouns in their places, are used, the intent and meaning shall be as follows:


i.
"Contract" or "Contract Documents" means: The Advertisement for Bids, the Bid Form, the Schedule, the Information for Bidders, the Form of Proposal, the Agreement, the Specifications, the Summary of Work, all applicable Plans and Addenda.


ii.
"Contractor" or "Prime Contractor" means: As defined in the recital to this contract.


iii.
"Town Attorney” means: The Town Attorney of the Town of 
                          Ramapo and his/her/its authorized representatives or inspectors.                                            

iv.
Specifications means: The directions, provisions and requirements, together with all written agreements, made or to be made, setting forth or relating to the method and manner of performing the work, or to the quantities and qualities of material and labor to be 
 
v.     “The Work” or “The Projects” means: All of the work to be executed and finished by the Contractor under the terms of the Contract.


vi.
"Town" or "Owner" means: The Town of Ramapo as defined herein.

Attorney that sufficient cause exists to justify such action, and after giving the Contractor seven (7) days writ​ten notice, may, without prejudice to any other right or remedy, terminate the employment of the Contractor.  In such cases, no further payment shall be made to the Contractor.

SUB-CONTRACTS:

The Contractor shall not be permitted to Sub-contract the work hereunder.

7
INSURANCE COVERAGE:

The Contractor shall not commence work under this contract until it has obtained all insurance required under this paragraph and such insurance has been approved by the TOWN.


a.
Compensation Insurance - The Contractor shall take out and maintain during the life of this contract Workers' Compensation Insurance for its employees to be assigned to the work hereunder.


b.
General Liability and Property Damage Insurance - The Contractor shall take out and maintain during the life of this contract such general liability and property damage insurance as shall protect it from claims for damages for personal injury including accidental death, as well as from claims for property damage which may arise from operations under this contract.  The amounts of such insurance shall be as follows:


General Liability Insurance in a General Aggregate amount not less than $1,000,000 and not less than $1,000,000 on account of any one occurrence.


The contractor shall furnish the above insurance to the TOWN and shall also name the TOWN as an additional insured of said policies.

     
The certificate of insurance shall provide that, in the event that the insurance is cancelled prior to the expiration date thereof, the issuing insurer shall mail to the Town of Ramapo at least ten (10) days written notice.


c.
Insurance Covering Special Hazards - The following special hazards shall be covered by rider and/or riders to the policy or policies herein elsewhere required to be furnished by the Contractor or by separate policies of insurance in amounts as follows: For Automobiles and Automobile Trucks - Limits shall be the same as required under General Liability Insurance as hereinbefore specified.


d.
Defense of Action or Suits - Neither the TOWN nor any of its officers or agents shall in any manner be answerable or responsible for any loss or damages that may happen to the work, or to any part or parts thereof, or to any materials, equipment or other property that may be used therein, or placed upon the ground, during the progress of the work.  Neither the TOWN nor any of its officers or agents shall be in any manner answerable or responsible for any injury done, or damages or compensation required to be paid under any present or future law, to any person or persons whatever, whether employees of the Contractor or others, or for damages to any property, whether belonging to the Contractor or others, occurring during or resulting from the work.  The Contractor shall properly guard against all injuries and damages. The Contractor shall indemnify and save harmless the TOWN, its officers, and agents against all such injuries, damages and compensation arising or resulting from causes other than the TOWN's negligence.  The Contractor shall, from the commencement of work until completion and acceptance thereof, maintain General Liability Insurance in the amounts hereinbefore stated for the protection of the Contractor and the TOWN, and shall furnish duplicates of the policies to the TOWN, stamped by the insurer "Premium Paid." These policies shall be written by an insurance company or companies approved by the TOWN.


e.
The Contractor shall furnish the TOWN with satisfactory proof of the insurance required.

8.
HOLD HARMLESS PROVISIONS:


The Contractor, in addition to any public liability insurance obtained under this Contract, agrees to save, indemnify and hold harmless the Town of Ramapo and all of its agents, officers, servants and employees, including any consulting engineer of the Town, by reason of any claim against all suits or liability regardless of origin or nature arising out of the project by the Contractor, any Sub‑contractor or material man of the Contractor, including all laborers, employees, agents, servants, and officers thereof, whether by violation or statute, law, ordinance, regulation, order or decree or common law liability and whether or not a negligent act or omission is claimed and the Contractor agrees to pay the Town for defending such suit, all costs, expenses and reasonable attorney fees incurred therein, or at the option of the Town, shall, at the Contractor's own expense, defend any and all such actions.

9.
CONVICTION OF A CRIME:


If the Contractor, any officer, director or any party holding a controlling interest (defined as five (5%) percent or more, or in the case of a corporation any stockholder owning five (5%) percent or more of the outstanding shares) is convicted of a crime, excluding Class B and Unclassified Misdemeanors (as defined under the New York State Penal Law and its equivalent in any sister state or under Federal Law) related to the subject matter of this Agreement or if a related or affiliated company, partnership or corporation is convicted of a crime, excluding Class B and Unclassified Misdemeanors (as defined under the New York State Penal Law and its equivalent in any sister state or under Federal Law) related to the subject matter of this Agreement, after this Agreement is fully executed, the Town shall have the right to terminate this Agreement without penalty.  An “affiliated company” as used herein means any affiliate which is a partnership, corporation, proprietorship, association or similar entity, an “affiliate” means any individual partnership, corporation, proprietorship, association or other entity (i) in which a fifty (50%) percent or greater ownership interest (as defined below) is directly or indirectly held by the proposer or any of its management personnel (as defined below) or directors, (ii) which directly or indirectly holds fifty (50%) percent or more of the ownership interest in the proposer, (iii) in which an aggregate twenty (20%) percent or greater ownership interest is directly or indirectly held by one or more shareholders (or partners or proprietors, in the case of a partnership or proprietorship) which or who in the aggregate hold a twenty (20%) percent or greater ownership interest in the proposer, or (iv) which, whether by contract or otherwise, directly or indirectly, controls, is controlled by or is under common control with the proposer.  An “ownership interest” means the ownership, whether legally or beneficially, of the stock of or assets employed by a corporation, of a partnership interest in or assets employed by a partnership or of a similar interest in or assets employed by any other entity.  “Management personnel” means executive officers and all other persons, whether or not officers or employees, who perform policy-making functions similar to those of executive officers.

10.
NOTICE PROCEDURES:

a. Any notice from one party to the other under the Con​tract, shall be in writing and shall be dated by the party giving such notice, or by a duly authorized representative of such party.


b. Any such notice shall not be effective for any purpose whatsoever, unless served in the following manner; namely,


(1) If the notice is given to the Town it shall be by personal delivery thereof to the  Town Attorney, or by depositing the same in the United States mails, enclosed in a sealed envelope, addressed to the Town for the attention of the said Town Attorney, postage prepaid and registered; (2) if the notice is given to the said Contractor or to his/her/its duly authorized representative, or by depositing the same in the United States mails, enclosed in a sealed envelope, addressed to the Contractor's principal place of business set forth in this Agreement, postage prepaid and registered; and (3) if the notice is given to the surety or any other person, by personal delivery to such surety or other person, or by depositing the same in the United States mails, enclosed in a sealed envelope addressed to such surety or person, at the address of such surety or person last communicated by him/her to the party giving the notice, postage prepaid and registered.

11.
DECISIONS OF THE TOWN ATTORNEY’S OFFICE:
            All work under this Contract shall be done to the satisfaction of the Town Attorney and the determination of the Town Attorney’s Office shall be final and binding upon all the parties hereto and such determination, in case any question shall arise, shall be a condition precedent to the right of the party of the Contractor to re​ceive any money hereunder.

12.
DISCRIMINATION AGAINST EMPLOYEES PROHIBITED:

A.
The Contractor specifically agrees to the provisions of Section 296 of the Executive Law of the State of New York or any successor statute applicable which provides among other things as follows:


1.
It shall be unlawful discrimination practice:

  

a.     For an employer, because of the age, race, color or national origin of any individual, to refuse to hire or employ or to bar or to discharge from employment such individual or to discriminate against such individual in compensation or in terms, conditions or privileges of employment.

     b.       For a labor organization, because of the age, race, creed, color or national origin of any individual, to exclude or expel from its membership such individual or to discriminate in any way against any of its members or against any employer or any individual employed by an employer.



c.      For any employer or employment agency to print or circulate or cause to be printed or circulated any statement, ad​vertisement or publication, or to use any form of application for employment or to make any inquiry in connection with prospective employment, which expresses, directly or indirectly, any limita​tion, specifications or discrimination as to age, race, creed, color or national origin, unless based upon a bona fide occupational qualification.



d.      For any employer, labor organization or employment agency to discharge, expel or otherwise discriminate against any person because he has opposed any practices forbidden under this article or because he has filed a complaint, testified or assisted in any proceeding under this article.


2.
 It shall be an unlawful discriminatory practice for an employer, labor organization, employment agency or any joint labor management committee controlling apprentice training programs:



a.
To select persons for an apprentice training program registered with the State of New York on any basis other than their qualifications, as determined by objective criteria which permit review.



b.
To deny to or withhold from any person because of his/her race, creed, color or national origin the right to be admitted to or participate in a guidance program, an apprenticeship train​ing program, on-the-job training program, or other occupational training or retraining program.



c.
To discriminate against any person in his/her pursuit of such programs or to discriminate against such a person in the terms, conditions or privileges of such programs because of race, creed, color or national origin.



d.
 To print or circulate, or cause to be printed or cir​culated, any statement, advertisement or publication, or to use any form of application for such programs or to make any inquiry in connection with such program which expresses, directly or indirectly, any limitation, specification or discrimination as to race, creed, color or national origin, or any intent to make any such limitation, specification or discrimination, unless based on a bona fide occupational qualification.

13.
CONTRACT INCLUDES ALL APPLICABLE LAWS:

All work covered by this Contract shall comply with Local ordinances and such other statutory provisions and regulations as pertain to this class of work. All such statutes, Rules, Regulations, Ordinances and Pro​visions are to be considered as much a part of this Contract as if repeated herein or attached hereto. The Laws of the State of New York shall be deemed operable with respect to all provisions of this Contract.

14.
TOWN EXEMPT FROM TAXES:

The Contractor shall pay all taxes now or hereafter imposed in any fashion under this Contract, it being understood that in no case shall any tax be borne by the Town.

15.
ASSIGNMENTS PROHIBIED:
            The Contractor is prohibited from assigning, transferring, conveying, subletting or disposing of this Contract, or of any part thereof, or any payment to become due there under, or of his/her/its right, title or interest therein, or his/her/its power to execute such contract, to any other person or entity without the previous consent in writing to the Town.  In any instance where the Contractor fails to comply with this clause, the Town may immediately declare the Contract to be breached.

16.
SECTION 103‑A, GENERAL MUNICIPAL LAW:

a.
 The Contractor hereby agrees to the provisions of Sec​tion 103-A of the General Municipal Law of the State of New York, or any successor statute applicable which requires that upon the refusal of a person, when called before a grand jury to testify concerning any transaction or contract had with the State, any political subdivision thereof, a public authority or with any public department, agency or of​ficial of the State or of any political subdivision thereof, or of a public authority, to sign a waiver of immunity against subsequent criminal prosecution or to answer any relevant question concerning such transaction or contract:



i.
Such person, and any firm, partnership or corpora​tion of which he or she is a member, partner, director or officer shall be disqualified from thereafter selling to or submitting bids to or receiving awards from or entering into any contracts with any municipal corporation or any public department, agency or official thereof, for goods, work or services for a period of five (5) years after such refusal, and


ii.
Any and all contracts made with any municipal corporation or any public department, agency or official thereof, since the effective date of this law by such person, and by any firm, partnership, or corporation of which he is a member, partner, director or officer, may be cancelled or terminated by the municipal corporation without incurring any penalty or damages on account of such cancellation or termination, but any monies owing by the municipal corporation for goods delivered or work done prior to the cancellation or termination shall be paid.

SECTION 103-D, GENERAL MUNICIPAL LAW:
a.
“By submission of this bid, each bidder and each person signing on behalf of any bidder certifies, and in the case of a joint bid each party thereto certifies as to its own organization, under penalty of perjury, that to the best of knowledge and belief:

1.      The prices in this bid have been arrived at independently without collusion,                         consultation, communication, or agreement, for the purpose of restricting competition,       as   to any matter relating to such prices with any other bidder or with any competitor;

2. Unless otherwise required by law, the prices which have been quoted in this bid have                             not been knowingly disclosed by the bidder and will not knowingly be disclosed by the bidder prior to opening, directly or indirectly, to any other bidder or to any competitor;  and


3.
No attempt has been made or will be made by the bidder to induce any other person, partnership or corporation to submit or not to submit a bid for the purpose of restricting                        competition.”

CORPORATE RESOLUTION OF CONTRACTOR:

Attached to this Contract there shall be a certified copy of a corporate resolution of a contractor corporation authorizing the execution of this Contract and all certifications contained herein. If Contractor is a corporation, such resolution shall be​come a part of this Contract.

BUSINESS CORPORATION LAW:

At the time of the execution of this Contract, the Contractor shall submit a copy of its Certificate of Incorporation and if the Contractor is not a New York corporation, its Certificate of Authorization to do business in New York demonstrating that it is fully qualified to do business in New York verifying that Contractor is licensed to do business in the State of New York, and, is fully qualified under the Business Corporation Law (if the Contractor is a corporation).

ENTIRE CONTRACT INCLUDED IN DOCUMENTS:

It is understood that this Agreement and the Documents made a part hereof by its terms contains the entire Contract and that no verbal statements, conditions or representations shall be consid​ered binding or effective.

21.
DELIVERY OF COROLLARY DOCUMENTS:

Each party agrees to execute and deliver all other documents and instruments required under this Contract or necessary to the performance thereof.

22.      COMMENCEMENT OF WORK:

The Contractor further agrees that he/she/it will begin the work within five (5) days of the notice from the Town to commence work.

JURISDICTION
